During the 3—days meeting 29 invited and 8
short lectures and 43 posters were presented.
Uptake mechanisms involving macrophage
receptors (L. Martinez—Pomares, Oxford,
UK), Rab proteins (A.T. Jones, Cardiff,
Wales, UK) and lysosomal -catepsins
(C. Isidoro, Novara, Italy) were comprehen-
sible discussed from different points of views.
Scavenger receptors of macrophages were al-
so considered as a new class of surface struc-
ture suitable for novel drug—targeting
(P. Lehtolainen, Kuopio, Finland, F. Hudecz,
Budapest, Hungary) or immunomodulating
approaches (S. Rath, Delhi, India).

A great deal of new results were demon-
strated by lectures covering various natural
cell penetrating / transporter peptides and
there cargo—derivatives. These included
communications from leading laboratories
from the field on Tat (E. Vives, Montpelli-
er, France, M.J. Gait, Cambridge, UK),
arginin rich peptides (S. Futaki, Kyoto,
Japan), transportans (U. Langel, Stockholm
Sweden), penetratins (B. Penke, Szeged,
Hungary). In addition several new ap-
proaches using tailor—made constructs
(M. Bienert, Berlin, Germany, J. Gariépy,
Toronto, Canada, H. Grass—Masse, Loos,
France, A. Pipkorn, Heidelberg, Germany,
L. Chaloin, Montpellier, France) or nature
derived calcitonin (A. Beck-Sickinger,
Leipzig, Germany) and melanocortin—1 re-
ceptor ligand (A. N. Eberle, Basel, Switzer-
land) widened our knowledge about ap-
proaches to deliver drugs, peptides, DNA,
reporter molecules intarcellularly.

A special session was dedicated to review
various strategies for drug—targeting tumour
vasculature (G. Molema, Groningen, The
Netherlands) including antibody—based tar-
geting of angiogenesis (C. Ebbinghaus,
Ziirich, Switzerland). Antibodies as molec-

ular tools could play a crucial role in tar-
geted imaging and radiotherapy of cancer as
emphasised (C.F Meares, Davis, USA,
S.M.Deyev, Moscow, Russia) and also in
modulation the immune responses by com-

(J. Prechl, Budapest, Hungary).

After outlining the new MS-based strategies
for the identification of epitopes (M. Przy-
bylski, Konstanz, Germany) exciting new
results were presented on several MHC-I
and/or MHCHII related epitope uptake, pro-
cessing and presentation events (P. van En-
dert, Paris, France, M. Del Val, Madrid,
Spain, H. Kalbacher, Tiibingen, Germany).
In the light of these reports findings in real-
tion to vaccine/diagnostics design were spe-
cially appreciated (Y. Reiter, Haifa, Israel,
E. Rajnavolgyi Debrecen, Hungary, and F.
Koning, Leiden, The Netherlands).

As briefly outlined, the Workshop organized

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The entrance of the main building of the Humboldt University, Berlin, Unter den Linden

The Humboldt—University of Berlin, locat-
ed in the famous street Unter den Linden,
was the venue of the 6th German Peptide
Symposium (GPS), 23-26 March 2003. The
symposium was organised by Michael Bi-
enert and his staff from the Department of
Peptide Chemistry of the Research Institute
of Molecular Pharmacology, Berlin—Buch.
The conference was attended by about 250
participants, including 25 colleges from
Switzerland, US, UK, Netherlands, Sweden,
Poland and Czech Republic. English was
chosen as the conference language. The
meeting was supported by the Research In-
stitute of Molecular Pharmacology, the
Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (DFG—
FOR 299), the European Peptide Society,
and 18 generous industrial sponsors. 17
Companies were present as exhibitors dur-
ing the symposium, thus also helping in the
financing of the 6th GPS.

The 42 lectures (11 main lectures, 31 short

lectures) were presented in 11 sessions. Fol-
lowing the custom of previous German Pep-
tide Meetings, the symposium was started by
a Sunday evening Opening Lecture, this year
presented by Stephen Kent, Chicago, on re-
cent developments in the field of chemical
protein synthesis. Also the Monday morning
session was devoted to methods in chemical
protein synthesis and protein engineering,
with contributions of Arne Skerra, Miinchen
(Engineering of binding proteins), Raffaele
Ingenito, Berlin (Effect of copper salts on
thioester— mediated amide bond formation),
Wolfgang Haehnel, Freiburg (Combinatori-
al synthesis of four— helix bundle proteins),
and Jutta Eichler, Braunschweig (Engineer-
ing of discontinuous protein binding sites).
In the session “Peptide Synthesis” Ananth
Srinivasan, Londonderry, reviewed the im-
pact of the Metathesis Reaction for the syn-
thesis of cyclic peptides and presented ap-

plications in the somatostatin field. Horst

Berlin, 23-26 March 2003
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Kunz reported on the development of a nov-

el, silyl-derived anchor for the solid—phase
synthesis of glycopeptides, and Christian
Birr, Heidelberg, summarised the advantages
of Ddz—amino acid derivatives for peptide
synthesis in solution. Jérg Rademann, Tiibin-
gen, presented improved strategies to syn-
thesise peptide isosteres on solid phase, and
the group of Norbert Sewald, Bielefeld, sum-
marised in the lecture of Micha Jost its
progress in synthesising Aib—containing, nat-
urally occurring peptides by means of azido
amino acid chlorides. Frank Bordusa, Halle,
demonstrated the utility of enzyme—mediat-
ed coupling reactions on the basis of the Sub-
strate Mimetic Strategy. In the session Pep-
tide Assembly, Neville Boden, Leeds, re-
ported on the engineering of self-assembling
peptides, thus bridging amyloid research and
material sciences (EPS lecture), whereas
Erich Wanker, Berlin, and Aphrodite Ka-
purniotu, Aachen, gave insights into strate-



gies to develop inhibitors for polyglutamine
aggregation in Huntington's Disease and BA4
peptide—mediated amyloid formation, re-
spectively. Photomodulation in azabenzene—
containing peptides (Christian Renner,
Miinchen), a review on B— and y— peptides
(Magnus Rueping, Ziirich), the structural or-
ganisation of P— peptide—derived nucle-
opeptides (Ulf Diederichsen, Gottingen), and
the synthesis of novel norbornene-typ
—sheet mimetics (Christian Hackenberger,
Aachen) were the topics of the session “Con-
formational Studies”. Two sessions were de-
voted to studies on peptide—protein and pep-
tide—lipid interactions. Annette Beck—
Sickinger (Leipzig) reviewed strategies ap-
plied in order to identify binding sites of pep-
tide ligands at G— protein— coupled receptors
and presented examples for the successful
design of receptor subtype—specific analogs,
and Sven Rothemund (Berlin/Leipzig) re-
ported on the expression and peptide bind-
ing of N—terminal CRF receptor domains. In-
sights into the molecular recognition between
rhodopsin and transducin/arrestin were pre-
sented by Oliver Ernst, Berlin. In very inter-
esting lectures Wolfgang Hohne, Berlin, and
Ulrich Schwarz-Linek, Oxford, provided
structural data for the polyspecific recogni-
tion by antibodies and for the specific inter-
action of an unfolded bacterial polypeptide
with human fibronectin, respectively. Semi-
synthetic methods as well as ligation chem-
istry improved the accessibility of lipidated
Ras—proteins, allowing studies of their in-
teraction with model membranes and living
cells (Jiirgen Kuhlmann, Dortmund, Daniel
Huster, Leipzig). The significance of mem-
brane—bound conformations for the recogni-
tion of NPY peptides by their receptors was
considered in the lecture of Oliver Zerbe,
Ziirich. The influence of structural modifi-
cations in gramicidin on the ion selectivity
of gramicidin channels was studied by Ul-
rich Koert, Marburg, and Peter Pohl, Berlin,
reported that desformylation of gramicidin
increases dramatically the water permeabil-
ity. In the session “Studies in Drug and Di-
agnostics Development”, Horst Kessler,
Miinchen, characterised the way from pro-
teins over peptides to non—peptidic drug can-
didates, summarising his work about integrin
ligands. Karl-Heinz Wiesmiiller, Tiibingen,

and John M. Stewart, Denver, reviewed the
status in the development of MHC II ligands
for prevention of experimental CNS au-
toimmunity, and of bradykinin antagonists
as potential drugs for lung and prostate can-
cer, respectively. Remarkable progress was
made in the group of Roderich Siissmuth,
Tiibingen, in elucidating biosynthetic path-
ways of glycopeptide antibiotics and the ap-
plication of this knowledge for the synthesis
of novel vancomycins. SAR studies on in-
hibitors of serine proteinases were reviewed
by Krzysztof Rolka, Gdansk. Oliver Seitz,
Darmstadt, and Niels Metzler—Nolte, Hei-
delberg, presented novel approaches for
DNA detection on the basis of PNA—dye
conjugates and the synthesis and character-
isation of organometallic complexes for the
detection of bioactive peptides. The synthe-
sis of complexes of peptides with transition
metals in order to mimic the catalytic center
of enzymes was reported by Siegmund
Reissmann, Jena. In the session “Peptide Li-
braries and Arrays” Roland Frank, Braun-
schweig, and Ulf Reimer, Berlin, presented
summaries on their work to develop and to
use peptide arrays for the epitop—targeted
proteom analysis and for kinase profiling. A
new method for the discovering of low—mol-
ecular compounds with catalytic activity was
presented by Helma Wennemers, Basel. The
final session was devoted to mechanisms of
cellular uptake of peptides. Liam Good,

Stockholm, reported on successful ap-

proaches to kill micro—organisms by pep-
tide—mediated delivery of PNA—based anti-
sense compounds, and Roland Brock, Tiibin-
gen, compared the uptake efficiency of
flourescently labelled cell-permeable pep-
tides. Iris Thondorf, Halle, studied structur-
al requirements of the transport of di— and
tripeptides by PEPT1 transporter and deter-
mined the pharmacophore structure by mol-
ecular modelling.

In addition to the lectures, there were two
poster sessions with nearly 100 posters, most
of them of remarkable quality. Prizes for
three outstanding poster contributions of
PhD students were awarded to Ines Heine-
mann, Dortmund, Manja Lang, Leipzig, and
Thomas Henning, Berlin.

Fortunately, in spite of the extensive scien-
tific program, there was also time to meet
colleges outside the lecture hall and to dis-
cuss non—scientific subjects: The Welcome
Reception took place Sunday evening in the
Senatssaal of the Humboldt University, and
the Symposiums Dinner was organised in the
Opernpalais, a building also located in the
street Unter den Linden, constructed 1733
by Friedrich Wilhelm Dietrichs.

The 7th German Peptide Symposium will
be organised by Ronald Frank and Jutta
Eichler in Braunschweig.

In beautiful spring weather on April 23rd,
the renovated lecture hall of the Institute of
Organic Chemistry and Biochemistry of the
Academy of Sciences of the Czech Repub-
lic welcome more than 50 Czech and Slo-
vak peptide researchers together with 8 in-
vited distinguished guests from abroad who
participated at the national peptide confer-
ence called Biologically Active Peptides VIII
(these conferences take place biannually, the
official language being Czech and English).
The Conference was opened by the con-
temporary director of the Institute, Dr.
Z. Havlas, DrSc, and the national represen-
tative of Czech peptide researchers in EPS,
Dr. Jifina Slaninova, Ph.D.

In the following days (23rd — 25th April) al-
together 18 lectures and 20 posters were pre-
sented. Plenary lectures were delivered by
Dr. M.Flegel (PolyPeptide Lab., Prague,
Czech Rep.) concerning peptides as bulk
pharmaceutical chemicals, Dr. V. Kasicka
(Inst.Org. Chem.Biochem., Acad.Sci.Czech

Rep., Prague, Czech Rep.) on recent ad-
vances in high—performance capillary elec-
trophoresis of peptides, Dr. L.Vezenkov
(Dept.Org.Chem. Univ.Chem.Technology,
Sofia, Bulgaria) on new analogues of anti-
coagulant peptide TIC, Dr. T. Pajpanova (In-
st.Mol.Biol., Bulg.Acad.Sci, Sofia, Bulgar-
ia) on design and synthesis of new N—con-
taining building blocks, Dr. B.Penke (Dept.
Med.Chem. A.Szent—Gyorgy Med. Univ,
Szeged, Hungary) on protein aggregation,
neurodegeneration and neuroprotection, Dr.
M. Ellmerer (Inst.Med. Technol. Health
Manag., Graz, Austria) on long—acting in-
sulin analogues and integrated physiology
and Dr. D.Kodrik (Inst.Entomology, Acad.
Sci Czech.Rep., Ceské Budéjovice, Czech
Rep.) on characterization and function of
adipokinetic peptide from the bug Dysder-
cus cingulatus. From other lectures the par-
ticipants appreciated contributions of Mgr.
0.Sedo (MALDI time of flight mass spec-

trometry analysis of humanin—like peptides),

Ing.J Sebestik (May bis—intercalator pep-
tides influence prion aggeregation?), Be. A.
Ciencialova (Synthesis and qualities of flu-
orescent labelled derivatives of human in-
sulin), Mgr. L. Klasova (Truncated ana-
logues of insulin modified in position B26)
and Dr. P. Jelinkova (Characterization of
peptide proteinase inhibitors isolated from
boar seminal plasma). In the poster section,
many young peptide chemists and bio-
chemists presented their work. Let us men-
tion the contributions of the Greek students
from Patras, M. Fragiadaki and E. Bissyris
(New oxytocin analogues), A. Galanis (ACE
active sites) and A. Zompra (New Leupro-
lide analogues), which belonged to the best
ones. The competition was however strong
— very nice work was presented as posters
also by P. Taborsky and O. Sedo (Masaryk
Univ., Brno), V. Solinov4 and J. Maixnerova
(IOCB, Prague). All the contributions will
be published in English as short communi-

cations (2-3pp) in the Proceedings in Col-

participants about the state of art of the most

Pituitary adenylate
polypeptide (PACAP) is undoubtedly one of
the most fascinating neuropeptides ever iden-
tified. PACAP belongs to the largest family

of regulatory peptides, which comprises sev-

cyclase—activating

eral other prominent neuroendocrine peptides
including vasoactive intestinal polypeptide,
secretin, glucagon, and growth hormone-re-
leasing hormone. The structural and physi-
ological relationships of these paralogues, as
well as their receptors, provide a unique
model for investigating the processes of mol-
ecular evolution leading to the diversifica-
tion of multigene families. The primary
structure of PACAP has been remarkably
well conserved from the sea squirt to hu-

mans, suggesting that this peptide must be
involved in vital functions throughout the an-
imal kingdom. Indeed, PACAP appears to be
implicated in a large array of physiological
processes such as development, growth, en-
docrine, cardiovascular, respiratory, repro-
ductive and digestive functions, immune re-
sponses, and circadian rhythms. There is al-
so clear evidence that PACAP exerts both
trophic and antiproliferative effects on nor-
mal and tumor cells. The beneficial influence
of PACAP agonists and antagonists in vari-
ous pathological states including heart fail-
ure, ischemia, asthma, impotence and can-
cer has motivated the development of novel
selective PACAP ligands that could poten-
tially be used as antihypertensive, neuropro-
tective, bronchodilatory, vasodilatory and/or
antiproliferative drugs. The occurrence of
multiple PACAP receptor subtypes and
spliced isoforms that exhibit tissue—specific
expression and possess differential affinity
for various ligands, generates hopes for the
development of new therapeutic agents act-
ing selectively on the desired target cells.
This textbook will undoubtedly be the refer-
ence book on PACAP for the years to come.

The different chapters of this book cover the
current knowledge about this fascinating
neuropeptide, from the molecular charac-
terization of the PACAP gene and PACAP
receptors to the elucidation of the physio-
logical activities and possible therapeutic
value of the peptide.

Peptides 2002. Proceedings of the
Twenty-Seventh European
Peptide Symposium

The 27th European peptide Symposium was
held in Sorrento on August 31st—September
2002 under the chairmanship of Prof. Ettore
Benedetti from the University of Naples.
The Proceedings Peptides 2002, edited by
the chairman and by Prof. Carlo Pedone, and
published by Edizioni Ziino, Naples, Italy,
appeared with valuable speed and efficien-
cy two months ago. The extremely success-
ful Symposium deserved Proceedings of
outstanding quality. The Proceedings book
Peptides 2002 meets this requirement. The
editorial work is very accurate and the book
exhibits a very nice typographic aspect.
There are 636 research articles, including

those relative to oral presentations and to a

high number of Posters presented by scien-
tists coming from 43 countries. The text is
provided with a very accurate index system
based upon titles, topics and authors, which
makes very easy to find the desired articles.
